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HISTORY of the MANITOBA BASEBALL ASSOCIATION 

 

 

In 1952, under the leadership of Doug Cove of Winnipeg and Laurie Artis of 

Dauphin, the Manitoba Amateur Baseball Association was formed which has had as 

its primary purpose to organize and administrate provincial playoffs in various 

categories of Pee Wee, Bantam, Midget, Juvenile and Junior.  This organization 

stayed in place until 1966 when it became known as the Manitoba Baseball 

Association Incorporated.  Following a successful tenure in minor age categories, 

this organization decided to join with the intermediate and senior baseball bodies to 

form the Manitoba Baseball Association (MBA) in 1968.   At that re-organizational 

meeting, under President Murray Zuk, the MBA also affiliated with the Canadian 

Federation of Amateur Baseball.  The aim of the association was to administer 

baseball throughout the province and provide a level of consistency in the process.

BAT RULES FOR PROVINCIAL, WESTERN CANADA AND 

BASEBALL CANADA CHAMPIONSHIPS 
 

Wood bats are to be used for all Senior “AA” and “AAA”, Midget “AA” and “AAA”, and 
Bantam “AAA”, for Provincial Championships.   Bantam “AA” and Bantam “A” teams 
will still follow the minus 3 rule for metal bats.   
 
The wood ruling also applies to Western Canada Bantam “AAA”.  Wood bats will also 
be used at Western Canada and Baseball Canada Midget “AAA” Championships.   
 
The wood bat ruling does not apply to Baseball Canada National “AAA” Bantam 
Championships or Western Canada Bantam “AA” championships.  These will still 
use metal bats that comply with the minus 3 bat rule (2 5/8 barrel) 
 
Please ensure that for Provincial Western Canada and National Bantam
